It took only a few minutes for the curious to learn the music was
coming from a private party at Michael‘s. About 80 invited
friends had come to celebrate the B’nai Mitzvahs, a significant
event in the lives of Kathy and Ron Sackheim, long-time
Highland Park residents.

No Gifts Please

The Sackheims looked forward to the party but they didn’t want
their friends to bring gifts. So a note went out with the invita-
tions, stating that the only gifts accepted would be contributions
to the Parkinson’s Disease Research Society. Most of their
friends knew that Ron was a PDRS director and actively partici-
pated in their programs.

Ron explained that the Bar or Bat Mitzvah is called to the Torah
as part of the ceremony, and the event is the culmination of many
years of learning Hebrew. According to Jewish custom, the Bar
Mitzvah signifies becoming an adult and the subse-
quent responsibility for making moral choices. Often there is a
party after the ceremony.

Party 50 Years Late

Because the Sackheims did not have a formal bar mitzvah when
Kathy reached age 12 and Ronl3 during the 1950s Ron said,
“So, we’re going to have a party now, even if the ceremony is 50
years late.”

He then pointed out that the adult B’nai Mitzvahs require two
years of Hebrew and an emphasis on determining different ways
we can contribute to the community. We also learned the funda-
mentals of how to nurture a relationship with Jewish tradition
and religion.

So when Kathy and Ron decided to celebrate their new achieve-
ment with a party, they turned the calendar back to the 1950s,
asking guests to dress in a 50s style. Table decorations, food and
music all supported the 50s theme.

Everyone at the party had a great time. Kathy even wore her
poodle skirt.

Clumsy me.

A cane has been my most recent walking
support in trying to keep actively involved
while living with Parkinson’s disease for
the past 15 years.

I’ve also been testing walkers to see if they
would provide a user with more stability
and reduce the constantly building fear of
falling a PD patient just cannot shake.

Then my wife, Lorrie, saw it first. She
was practically running when, carrying a
newspaper clipping, she came into the den
where [ was writing.

“Jack, look at this story,” she said. “I’ve
also heard there are some recent TV news
clips we should see concerning this topic,
so can you check the internet to see if and
how they’re reporting this?,” she asked.

Launch Pilot Program

Lorrie’s article announced that the popular
Hubbard Street Dance Chicago group had
collaborated with Rush University
Medical Center. Together the two agreed
to launch a pilot program in contemporary
dance, specifically for people with PD
and related movement disorders.

This was not someone’s pie-in-the-sky
idea. The first class was already up and
running in the Hubbard Street Dance
Center on W. Jackson Boulevard, not far
from Oprah Winfrey’s Harpo Studios in
Chicago’s burgeoning Near West Side.

The article provided a telephone number
for any interested individual to use to get
more information about the program or to
sign up for it.

My call was answered by Sarah Cullen
Fuller, a perky voice who identified her-

self as someone who had danced with
HSDC for nearly seven years and now is
retired and on the faculty of the Lou
Conte Dance Studio at the HSDC. Conte
was Hubbard Street’s first choreographer

Physical and Emotional Benefits

Sarah told me that the class is an opportu-
nity for those with PD, as well as their
loved ones and caregivers, to derive both
physical and emotional benefits from par-
ticipating in a meaningful contemporary
dance class.

She went on to say that she was running
the program and the next, 12-week class
was starting on September 6. Classes run
on consecutive Saturdays from 1 p.m. to
2:15 p.m. She then invited me to join and
I did.

About 40 people, PD patients and care-
givers split fairly evenly between women
and men, had signed up for the class and
followed Sarah into a large exercise room.
“This is where all of our dancers prac-
tice,” Sarah said gesturing toward two
painted-pink walls, two other walls with
floor-to-ceiling mirrors, moveable exer-
cise bars, and a piano in a corner.

After a round of introductions ( it appeared
that most of the participants were from the
Oak Park area or the City of Chicago.
Lorrie and I seemed to be the only ones
from a North Shore suburb), Sarah talked
about her exciting seven-year stint as a
dancer and what led her into developing a
retirement job.

Excited About Class

“I’'m very excited about this class,” she
said. “I trained in the Parkinson’s pro-

gram, developed eight years ago by the
Mark Morris Dance Group in Brooklyn,
to learn the fundamentals and how to
modify a traditional dance class to accom-
modate the circumstances of the partici-
pants,”’she pointed out.

Then the fun began. With all of the partic-
ipants sitting on folding chairs in a large
oval, Sarah began with limbering-up exer-
cises. First the hands, then the arms and
finally the legs and feet. Then everyone
stood by a chair and a pianist added music
to the motion. From there we bravely
moved to the exercise bars in the center of
the room and added still more motion.

As the class ended, I must admit that for a
fleeting fantasy moment, I could see my
name in lights on a theater marquee.

Now I’'m going back for more.

Close to 200 participants turned out to take part in
this year’s fifth running of the annual Pace Yourself
for Parkinson’s Run held on Mother’s Day in
Rumson, NJ.

The youngest participant was 8-years old and the
youngest at heart was 78. Some ran and some
walked. Someone ran pushing a stroller, another
pulled a child in a wagon. And one mother pushed
her daughter around the course in a wheelchair.
Some came to watch, some to cheer.

The race pays tribute to Jeanne Alter of Rumson
and Hobe Sound, FL. She gave birth to nine chil-
dren in her lifetime, including Betty Ann Alter, a
past president of PDRS.

After Jeanne passed away from a Parkinson-related
disease in 2003, the Alter clan was determined to
keep their mother’s memory and spirit alive. So
five years ago, the Alters gave birth to the Pace
Yourself for Parkinson’s Run.

Once again, the 3-mile run was held on the pictur-
esque Brookdale College campus in nearby
Lincroft, NJ. Hard work has paid off because thou-
sands of dollars worth of prizes for winners, dona-
tions and entry fees are collected each year.

Proceeds from the race are shared equally between
PDRS in Glenview and a memorial scholarship
fund at Brookdale College. This year both recipi-
ents received $2,865.
